The Story of a Hospital
by Barry Sutton

The Fenwick Cottage
Hospital in Lyndhurst
was built by George
John Fenwick in 1908.
The benefactor donated
£6000, and there were
two main wards and two
private wards. Each
main ward had 4 beds
and each private ward
had one. making 10 beds
in all. There was a small
operating theatre and a
kitchen for providing
meals for the patients.
Cases to be admitted
would be decided by
medical officers and/or
the matron in charge.
Patients would have to
have a letter of recom-
mendation and provision

had been made for the
admittance of people to
the ordinary ward on
payment of not less than
1 guinea per week or 2
guineas for a private
ward. Domestic servants
could be admitted to the
ordinary wards on the
payment of 10s per
week. The hospital was
supported by voluntary
contributions.
Because of the inclement
weather the official
opening was postponed
from the 30th December
1908 until the 1st
January 1909. During
the first year of opera-
tion, £453 19s 9d was
spent. Of this £161 11s

8d was spent on food.
In 1909/10, 60 patients
were treated and 3 opera-
tions performed. In
1915, 74 patients were
treated including 46 sol-
diers. In 1919 they man-
aged to squeeze in 14
beds instead of 10, and
the weekly charge for
those that could afford it
rose from 2s 6d to 3s 6d,
but no one was ever
turned away.
The staff consisted of
matron, one trained
nurse and two voluntary
aids. There were 151
patients and 74 opera-
tions in that year.
(This is the first article in
an ongoing series).

The Federation of small businesses

�Rural businesses are integral to the

rural economy and they need support
to help them through these tough times
now otherwise we could see businesses
in towns and villages along with mar-
kets, becoming extinct,� added Mr
Moon

Commenting in response to Government plans to ban
the open display of tobacco in England and Wales and
prevent underage access to vending machines, Leader
of Hampshire County Council, Cllr Ken Thornber said:
“These proposals support the ongoing commitment by
Hampshire County Council to prevent cigarettes from
falling into young hands. The Government must consid-
er, however, more far-reaching measures such as imple-
menting a total ban on vending machines to prevent
children from accessing cigarettes. Around 46,000
young smokers use vending machines to get hold of cig-
arettes, while figures from Trading Standards South
East show that over half of attempted purchases from
these machines, result in sales. In the meantime, publi-
cans must remain vigilant and ensure that cigarette
vending machines are positioned in clearly visible loca-
tions where they can monitor sales and intervene if
young people attempt to use them”.
“Hampshire’s Trading Standards officers already work
closely with shopkeepers and staff to keep them
informed of the change in the law within the last 18
months, which has increased the age limit for cigarette
sales from 16 to 18, as this has resulted in an upward
trend in the number of underage sales. In addition to the
provision of retailer advice packs to every Hampshire
business that sells age-restricted goods, Trading
Standards also carry out test purchase operations to
check that these rules are followed, with more planned
for 2009”.
“The county’s Accredited Community Safety Officers
(ACSOs) play a similar role in helping to prevent
underage cigarette sales with the power to confiscate
cigarettes found in the hands of anyone underage, as
they do with alcohol”.
