The latest laser technology is being
used to assess the effects of lorries,
heavy traffic and climate change on
Hampshire’s roads. Laser scanners
assess the condition of the road surface
and anticipate where repairs will be
needed. 
The condition of the road is directly
linked to the volume and nature of the
traffic using it. The impact of an HGV
on roads is many thousand times that of
a car, and the ability of a road to with-
stand heavy traffic is significantly
affected by the amount of water which
seeps through the surface. The severe
wet weather of the last three years,

coupled with the snow and melt water
last winter, has resulted in more, and
faster-forming potholes.
Councillor Sharyn Wheale, Chair of
the Environment and Transportation
Select Committee, said: “Clearly
Hampshire’s road network is under
considerable pressure from heavy traf-
fic and the natural elements. Good
management of our roads and planned
strategies for investment are essential
in helping the council achieve the stan-
dard Hampshire residents expect when
it comes to safe and well maintained
roads and pavements.”
