On arrival, the two casualties had managed to make
it to shore, where they were being cared for by two
local teenage brothers, Jake, 17, and Mikey,
14, that had seen events unfold. Recognising
the danger that the casualties were in, the
brothers used their own dry clothes to keep
the casualties warm until they could receive
further help.

Both boys say they just “Knew what they had
to do”, with Mikey learning lifesaving skills at
‘Rookies’ Swim Academy (based at Applemore
Leisure Centre) and Jake previously attending
the Royal Air Force Air Cadets
